Pledge to Support Reform of Test-Driven Accountability

We the undersigned pledge to contact our state senators and state representatives and ask them to support urgent reforms needed in our test-focused system of school accountability during the 2011 legislative session. Reform should put the focus on students, not state tests, using multiple measures to gauge and guide improvements in the performance of both students and schools. The legislature should halt the misuse of scientifically unsound “value added” mechanisms, which mismeasure educators’ and students’ accomplishments alike based on test scores.
